Apothecia abundant, to 1.5 mm wide, laminal, sessile; base constricted;
disc flat to slightly concave, red to dark red, grey-pruinose, pruina
sometimes disappearing; thalline exciple thin, entire or finely crenulate,
smooth or wrinkled, not prominent, persistent. Asci 65-95 x 15-20 um.
